Cruises on the Chateaubriand passenger ship in
Świnoujście take place with a guide on the route of 24
km. The cruises last 2 hours. During the cruise, you
can get to know, among others: the fairway to
Szczecin, the Navy port, the Mieleński Canal, the old
Świna, the landscapes of the land of 44 islands, the
waterfowl reserve, historical places from World War II,
the sea ferries terminal, the Sea Repair Shipyard, a
lighthouse, Fort Gerhard and Angel Fort, a breakwater,
"Młyny Stave ", the Northern Basin, and a pilots’
station.
